The Consolidated Report of the Constitution and Arbitration Committee of FPTA (2023-2024) to be incorporated in the Annual Report of FPTA.
I was re- nominated as the convener of Constitution and Arbitration Committee of FPTA for the year 2023-2024 in the first meeting of the Managing Committee of FPTA on the 30.12.2023 at Delhi. 

After careful consideration and giving representation to all regions, I selected a team with Shri. Mehul J. Mehta, Mumbai as Co- Convener, Shri. P. Sriraman, Chennai, Shri. Anand Goenka, Kolkata, Shri. Deepak Kumar Jain, Delhi, Shri. B. Uttam Chand Jain, Bengaluru, Shri. T. Kishan Singh, Hyderabad, Shri. Ashish Khandelwal, Nagpur, Shri Madhu Sudhan Bang, Vijayawada, Shri. Rajesh Khandelwal, Noida and Shri. V. Gokul, Sivakasi as members, with their consent.
 The existing WhatsApp group “FPTA Arb and Const. com “ was updated with new members and regular messages almost daily, were posted on Arbitration case laws from various High Courts and Supreme Court.
On 20th January 2024 I wrote to all our Committee members about their Jurisdictional associations for them to co-ordinate.
On 27th January I wrote to all FPTA Vice- Presidents requesting their Co-operation to start the Arbitration procedure in the associations where there is no Arbitration 

Few of our members suggested to amend the FPTA Constitution in our FPTA 
MC meeting. As a follow up a Hard copy as well a Soft Copy of our FPTA Constitution was sent to all our Committee members in February 2024with a request to send their points/ Suggestions for Amendment / Addition/ Deletion in the Constitution. 

In the FPTA 2nd managing committee (2023-2024 at Meerut on 16th and 17th March 2024 presented my committee report in absentia the annexure of my report contained 13 case laws.
A reminder was sent to all our committee members on 1st May 2024 for points/ Suggestions for Amendment / Addition/ Deletion in the FPTA Constitution..

A Virtual meeting was convened on 9th may 2024 at 5.30 pm of our Committee to discuss the points received from our members. The suggestions received were circulated to all the committee members, FPTA office – bearers and FPTA Past Presidents. Due to paucity of time only few points were discussed in the meeting. Hence it was decided to have a physical meeting at the time of 3rd MC meeting at Colombo. 

On 25th June 2024 I have sent a request to Mr. Bhavesh Gala to arrange a physical meeting at Colombo. Due to the response of our Committee members, the meeting could not be held. Then it was decided to have a physical meeting at FPTA office Mumbai on 27th July 2024.
I presented my committee report to the FPTA 3rd Managing Committee at Colombo, Srilanka held from 28th -30th June 2024. The annexure of the report contained 26 case laws.

I convened a physical meeting of our committee on 27th July 2024 at our FPTA office, Mumbai. It was attended by Mr. Venkat FPTA Past –President, Shri. Mehul Mehta FPTA President Nominee, Mr.  Rajen Aythora FPTA Vice – President, Mr. Bhavesh Gala FPTA secretary, Mr. ‘Raghav Kothari, FPTA Treasurer and Mr. Sriraman, Member from Chennai. Mr. Aseem Bordia FPTA Past President came to Mumbai but due to unforeseen circumstances he could not attend the meeting. The meeting lasted for more than 4 hours and points sent by Mr. Mehul Mehta, Mr.  Bhavesh Gala, Mr. Satyapal Gupta,       Mr.  Alok Kumar Gupta, Mr. Madhu Sudhan Bang and Mr. Vikram Shrimal KPMSA were discussed.
I am planning a virtual meeting in August followed a physical meeting in Goa. 

In all my reports I have enclosed an Annexure of cases pertaining to Arbitration for the awareness on Arbitration for our committee members.

I am in regular contact with our FPTA President Shri. Dalip Bindal and FPTA Hon. Secretary Shri. Bhavesh Gala and our FPTA Vice – President Mr. Chokkalingam and updating the activities of the committee. I thank all the three for their continuous support in discharging my duties as Convener of the Arbitration and Constitution Committee.
